Student Mobility Principles:

2007/2008
To participate in the SOCRATES/ERASMUS mobility program, the following conditions must be fulfilled:
1. Higher education institutions that have obtained an Erasmus University Charter from the European Commission can participate in the Socrates/Erasmsus mobility program.

2. Mobility is possible only between those Hungarian and European higher education institutions who have signed bilateral agreements before the departure of the student. The bilateral agreement must contain the details of the mobility: the number of incoming and outgoing students in a program or track in the given academic year.  
3. During the full length of the study period abroad students must be enrolled in a formal program of a Hungarian higher education institution described in 1, leading to a degree or a diploma (including doctoral level).

4. Students must participate in an undergraduate, graduate or doctoral program of the sending institution. 

5. Students must participate in a full-time or part-time program of the sending institution.

6. Students must be citizens of one of the countries participating in the Socrates program (or are recognized as having an official status of refugee or stateless person or permanent resident). 

7. The sending institution must organize a selection procedure among students to receive the Erasmus study grant, while the host institution must provide adequate study programs for the applicants. 

Principles Of Receiving The Erasmus Grant: 

8. Erasmus study grant recipients enrolled in Hungarian higher education institution may travel to countries participating in the Socrates programs. 

9. Non-Hungarian citizens studying in Hungary and receiving Erasmus study grant can only travel to their home country if the budget of the sending country allows it. Students travelling to a country different from their citizenship enjoy priority in the selection procedure.  

10. The length of the Erasmus mobility period is minimum 3 months or at least a full study module, or maximum a full academic year.

11. During the Erasmus study period students may participate in undergraduate, post-graduate or doctoral programs, complete their theses, or participate in special training/internship organized by the host institution. 

12. Only those students can participate in special training/internship who spend minimum 3 months studying before or after the training/internship. Students’ research not related to the study program cannot be funded. 

13. Students may receive an Erasmus study grant for a period longer than an academic year but maximum 12 months in case they participate in training/internship besides their study program.

14. Students may receive an Erasmus study grant only once during their higher education studies.
 

15. Students are exempt from the rule above in case they participate in Erasmus Mundus Master Courses approved by the European Commission. They can travel abroad sponsored by the Erasmus grant and participate in such Erasmus Mundus Courses, even if they have received an Erasmus study grant earlier.

16. During the Erasmus study period, with justification, students may do their studies at several institutions provided that studies are continuous.  

17. The duration of the Erasmus study grant may only be prolonged if students’ studies abroad are continuous (excluding national holidays and study breaks).

18. Students may receive all the benefits of the Erasmus status only once, even if they cover their own expenses as self-financing students. 

19. In order to receive full academic recognition for the study period abroad, ERASMUS students are expected to complete a Learning Agreement to be signed by themselves and the home and host institutions prior to departure. The Learning Agreement is an informal contract that indicates precisely what modules students will be studying in the host institution. At the end of the study period successfully completed courses will be recognized and credited by the home institution. With regard to courses listed in the Learning Agreement, upon successful completion students cannot be obliged to deferral, exam, or exam retake related to the same courses
. 

20. The Erasmus study grant is not a full scholarship. It is intended as contribution towards covering the difference in living expenses abroad. Students are responsible for arranging and covering the costs of their visa, insurance and travel themselves. The sending institution is responsible for informing the students about this circumstance before signing the grant letter.

21. In case a student possesses the necessary financial means, fulfills the criteria described above, and his or her trip is approved by the institution, the student can participate in the program under the same legal status as the Erasmus students but without the Erasmus study grant as a self-financing student.

22. Students are entitled to receive the Erasmus study grant only if they do not receive any other support from European Union during this period (e.g. Leonardo da Vinci, Marie Curiej, Jean Monnet) for the same purpose and expenses. 

� ‘Higher education studies’ mean the period of obtaining a degree and the periods of completing another degree, postgraduate studies and doctoral studies together.


� ‘Same courses’ mean minimum 70% overlap in content and/or credit value of courses offered by the host institution and required by the home institution.
