A company/industry receives subsidies if and only if its management credibly promises to deliver the votes cast by the firm’s employees to the victorious party. 





A citizen is granted public housing by the authorities because authorities know that the citizen supports their political party.





Only those poor families that voted for the victorious party receive basic food relief.





We would now like you to consider generally the strategy of political parties giving or promising to give citizens preferential access to benefits (such as those described above involving consumer goods, public services, access to employment and government contracts, and favorable treatment by government agencies), in anticipation of receiving their votes or other kinds of political support in exchange for those benefits.
